Boldness is a lack of hesitation in the face of 
risk or danger. 

While bravery and courage are a mindset, 
Boldness is action 
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When God wanted to prepare Israel to possess the 
Promised Land, he first sent 12 spies over so the 
people could learn about their collective sense of 
bravery and boldness. 

We learned that 10 of the men who went were 
neither brave nor bold. Their mindset adversely 
affected all the people 
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1 Samuel 13:31, “We are not able to go up against 
the people, for they are stronger than we.”  33 There we 
saw the giants (the descendants of Anak came from 
the giants); and we were like grasshoppers in our 
own sight, and so we were in their sight.” 
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Only Joshua and Caleb possessed the courage and 
boldness to process the land. 

1 Samuel 13:30, Then Caleb quieted the people before 
Moses, and said, “Let us go up at once and take 
possession, for we are well able to overcome it.” 
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The Boldness of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-Nego 

Daniel 3:24 Then King Nebuchadnezzar was astonished; and 
he rose in haste and spoke, saying to his counselors, “Did we not 
cast three men bound into the midst of the fire?”They answered 
and said to the king, “True, O king.” 

25 “Look!” he answered, “I see four men loose, walking in the 
midst of the fire; and they are not hurt, and the form of the 
fourth is like the Son of God.”
